You are Christ and Christ is God's

1 Corinthians 3:23

Paul the apostle declared, “the Lord knows the thoughts of the wise, that they are vain”, and in chapter three and verse twenty-one of First Corinthians, Paul told the Corinthians “let no man glory in men” where we read:

And you are Christ's; and Christ is God's.
The verse begins, “And you are Christ's;” Paul began with the words, “and you” which refers to “the Corinthian church members” “are Christ's” which refers to “the anointed one, the Messiah and the Son of God”. Paul encouraged the “church members” with the idea that they belonged to “Jesus Christ”. 

The verse continues, “and Christ is God's.”. Paul added the words, “and Christ” which refers to “the anointed one, the Messiah and the Son of God” “is God's” or “the Godhead bodily and trinity which is comprised of God the Father, Christ the Son and the Holy Spirit”. “Jesus Christ belongs to God”.

When we meditate upon these words from Paul, we understand how he desired for the “church members” in Corinth to know to whom they belonged. There is no better place to belong than to Jesus Christ and God the Father, and we gain entry there by “believing” in Jesus as “Savior and Lord”. God desires a “family”, and when we receive His Son Jesus, we become His children. (But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name: John 1:12) Let all who read these words surrender their lives to Jesus Christ and belong to the greatest family available to man. 
Next time we begin a new chapter and see Paul share about being “ministers” and “stewards” of Christ and God, so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
