The Seventy Disciples Return
Luke 10:17
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Luke the beloved physician wrote how Jesus told His disciples, “He that hears you hears me; and he that despises you despises me; and he that despises me despises him that sent me”, and in chapter ten and verse seventeen of his book Luke shared how, “the seventy returned again with joy, saying, Lord, even the devils are subject to us” where we read:
And the seventy returned again with joy, saying, 

Lord, even the devils are subject unto us through your name.

The verse reads, “And the seventy returned again with joy, saying, ...” Luke began with the words, “and the seventy returned again” or “and the seventy disciples dispatched and assigned by Jesus came back to Him another time” “with joy” which means “having gladness, cheerfulness and great delight”, “saying” or “uttering, declaring and proclaiming” the following. Luke shared how Jesus' “seventy disciples” came back to Him declaring the following words.  

The verse continues, “... Lord, even the devils are subject unto us through your name.” Luke added the word, “Lord” which means “One to whom to whom a person or thing belongs, about which he has power of deciding; master and the title given to God the Messiah”, “even the devils are subject unto us” or “also and indeed the evil, unclean spirits and demons are subordinate to, obey and yield to the disciples of Jesus” “through your name” which means “by and with Jesus' name and everything which the name covers including the thoughts or feelings which are aroused in the mind by mentioning, hearing and remembering”. Luke shared how Jesus' “seventy disciples” told Him “indeed” the “demons” were subordinate to and obey them. 
When we think through Luke's words in this verse, we discover the report Jesus' disciples gave to Him. They were amazed as they returned to Jesus with “gladness” in their hearts because “even the devils” obeyed them. God the Father is more powerful than any entity whether physical or spiritual, and when He empowers His “disciples”, they will have “power” over whatever is necessary. God wants a relationship with every person through His Son Jesus, and those who believe and trust in Him as their personal “Savior and Lord” have the opportunity to receive His power to minister to people in the world.  
Next time Luke shares how Jesus says, “I beheld Satan as lightning fall from heaven”, so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
