The Married Care for the World's Things 

1 Corinthians 7:33

Paul the apostle told the church members in Corinth, “the time is short”, and he declared he “would have” them “to be without carefulness” because “he that is unmarried cares for the things that belong to the Lord, how he may please the Lord”. In chapter seven and verse thirty of First Corinthians, Paul shared how the married the church members, “care for the things that are of the world” where we read:

But he that is married cares for the things that are of the world, how he may please his wife.
The verse begins, “But he that is married cares for the things that are of the world,...” Paul began with the word, “But” which is a disassociation conjunction that means what is about to be written takes precedence over what was just stated “he that is married” or “the person who has taken a wife in marriage” “cares” which means “is troubled, looks out and seeks” “for the things that are” or “the counted and supplied articles” “of the world” which refers to “the circle of the earth and the aggregate of it's goods, endowments, riches, advantages and pleasures”. Paul said a “married” person is “troubled with and seeks” the things which pertain to this current “world”. 
The verse goes on to say, “...how he may please his wife.” Paul continued with the words, “how he may please” which means “in what way that will accommodate and be agreeable to” “his wife” or  “the man's married woman”. A “married” man, according to Paul, is concerned with “ways” that will be “pleasing” to his “wife”.

When we meditate upon these words from Paul, we understand how a “married” person will be more inclined to be “pleasing” to their spouse. In this example, Paul singles out the “husband” and his efforts within this “world” to do things that “please” his wife. This can be a distraction to the “gospel” that is not required by a “single” man. The idea is to not allow diversions from the “gospel” of Jesus Christ, and because the “time is short”, Paul wanted all of the Corinthians to not allow their current marital status to keep them from sharing “Salvation” that is available through a relationship with Jesus Christ. 

Next time Paul gives instructions to church members to, “there is a difference also between a wife and a virgin”, so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
