Paul would not See them Now
1 Corinthians 16:7
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Paul the apostle shared with the church members in Corinth how, “it may be that I will abide, yea, and winter with you,”, and in chapter sixteen and verse seven of First Corinthians, Paul declared to the church members, “I will come unto you, when I shall pass through Macedonia”, where we read:

For I will not see you now by the way; but I trust to tarry a while with you, if the Lord permit.
The verse begins, “For I will not see you now by the way;...” Paul began with the word, “for” or “even as, indeed, no doubt, seeing then, verily and therefore” “I will not see you” which means “” “now” or “” “by the way” or “”. Paul . 
The verse goes on to say, “...  but I trust to tarry a while with you, if the Lord permit.” Paul continued with the word, “but”  which is a disassociation conjunction that means what is about to be written takes precedence over what was just stated “I trust” which means “” “to tarry a while” or “” “with you” which refers to “the church members in Corinth”, “if” or “” “the Lord” which means “” “permit” or “” . 

When we consider these words from Paul, we . 

Next time Paul tells the church members, “I will tarry at Ephesus until Pentecost”, so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
