Moses' Vail

2 Corinthians 3:13

Paul the apostle told the church members in Corinth, “we have such hope, we use great plainness of speech” as he shared with them about the Old and New Covenant, and in chapter three and verse thirteen of Second Corinthians, Paul challenged the church members, “not as Moses, which put a vail over his face”, where we read:
And not as Moses, which put a vail over his face, that the children of Israel 

could not steadfastly look to the end of that which is abolished:
The verse begins, “And not as Moses, which put a vail over his face, ...” Paul began with the words, “and not as Moses”  or “and not like unto Moses whose name means drawing out and was the legislator of the Jewish people and in a certain sense the founder of the Jewish religion”, “which put” or “who set, place or wore” “a vail” which means “a covering” “over his face” or “on the front of his countenance, look or sight”. Paul contrasted he and his companion's freedom to share the “gospel” to the way “Moses” had to “vail” his face after he spoke to God. 
The verse continues, “ … that the children of Israel could not steadfastly look to the end of that which is abolished:”. Paul added the words, “that the children” which means “descendants and posterity” “of Israel” which means “he shall be a prince of God or governed by God” and was “the family or descendants of Israel which is the nation of Israel” “could not steadfastly look” which means “was not able to earnestly behold” “to the end” or “the termination and limit at which a thing ceases to be  which is always of the end of some act or state, but not of the end of a period of time” “of that which is abolished” which means “rendered idle, unemployed, inactive and inoperative in force, influence and power”. Paul shared how the “vail” was kept upon Moses' face so the “children of Israel” would not see the “glory even though it was destined to fade away”. 

When we think through these words of Paul, we see how he compared his ability to share the “good news” to the lack of  “freedom” experienced by Moses. When Moses came down from the mountain after receiving the “commandments of God”, he was shining so brightly that he had to “vail” his face so the people could not look upon the “fading” of the “glory”. This is how it should be with everyone who holds the precious “gospel” of Jesus Christ, and rather than “vail” our “countenance” to prevent others from seeing “the glory fade away”, let us be “free” to share the “good news” of Jesus Christ with everyone who shall hear. May all who read these words understand and believe how God desires to share the unfading “glory” of His “good news” with them.   

Next time Paul shares with the church members how the children of Israel's, “minds were blinded”, so read ahead, and we shall join together then,
 Until tomorrow…there is more…
