Blinded Minds

2 Corinthians 3:14
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Paul the apostle told the church members in Corinth they were not to be, “as Moses, which put a vail over his face, that the children of Israel could not steadfastly look to the end of that which is abolished:” concerning the Old Covenant, and in chapter three and verse fourteen of Second Corinthians, Paul told the church members how the people with Moses, “minds were blinded”, where we read:
But their minds were blinded: for until this day remains the same vail untaken away

 in the reading of the old testament; which vail is done away in Christ.
The verse begins, “But their minds were blinded: for until this day remains the same vail untaken away

 in the reading of the old testament;” Paul began with the word, “but”  which is a disassociation conjunction that means what is about to be written takes precedence over what was just stated “their minds” which refers to “the people with Moses' mental perceptions, thoughts or purposes” “were blinded” which means “covered with a thick skin, hardened by covering as with a callus, made dull and had lost the power of understanding” “for” which means “even as, indeed, no doubt, seeing then, verily and therefore” “until this day” or “unto, up to, as far as and while the present day” “remains” which means “abides, tarries, continues to be present, kept and enduring” “the same vail” or “the selfsame covering” “untaken away” which means “not in the least removed, unveiled and open” “in the reading” or “in the knowing and owning” “of the old testament” which refers to “of the ancient, no longer new, not recent, antique and worse for the wear covenant”. Paul declared the “minds” of the unbelieving Jews to be “blind” because even to his present day, they cannot perceive what is written in the Old Testament. 
The verse goes on to say, “which vail is done away in Christ.”. Paul continued with the words, “which vail” or “which covering” “is done away” which means “has been rendered idle, unemployed, inactive, inoperative, caused to cease, put an end to, annulled, abolished and passed away” “in Christ” which refers to “the anointed One, the Messiah and the Son of God”. Paul  declared, when Jesus came, the “vail” that that was covering and keeping the people in a “blind” state was put away, and access to the truth of God was openly revealed for all to see. 

When we consider these words of Paul, we see why some people cannot believe in the “gospel” of Jesus Christ, i.e., their “minds are blinded”. Even though Jesus came to fulfill the law and the commandments of the Old Covenant, still the unbelievers would not believe because they could not “see”. Jesus Christ put away the idea of the “vail” which makes available the “good news” of Jesus Christ to everyone. The work of Jesus made way for people to be “saved”, and those who are wise shall “open their eyes”, no longer be “blind” and receive Him as Savior and Lord.    

Next time Paul shares with the church members what happens even today, “when Moses is read, the vail is upon their hearts”, so read ahead, and we shall join together then,
 Until tomorrow…there is more…
