Jesus Departing into a Mountain to Pray

Mark wrote how Jesus, “constrained his disciples to get into the ship, and to go to the other side before unto Bethsaida, while he sent away the people”, and in chapter six and verse forty-six of his book, Mark wrote how Jesus, “departed into a mountain to pray” where we read:
And when he had sent them away, he departed into a mountain to pray.

The verse reads, “And when he had sent them away, ...” Mark began with the words, “and when” which means “and at the time and moment” “he had sent them away” or “Jesus had dismissed and caused the people to leave”. Mark referred to what Jesus did after He “dismissed” the people.

The verse goes on to say, “... he departed into a mountain to pray.” Mark continued with the words, “he departed” which means “Jesus left and went forth” “into a mountain” or “to a rising above the plain” “to pray” which means “to supplicate, worship and make prayers to God”. Mark shared how Jesus left and went into a “mountain” to “worship and pray” to His Heavenly Father God. 
When we consider Mark's words in this verse, we see how Jesus departed from everyone “into a mountain” to spend time with His Father in prayer. Jesus ministered to people all day. He taught them and fed them, and He must have been exhausted, and yet, He took time to “dismiss” the people before He went to pray. God knows the physical and spiritual needs of every person, and He knows how to meet every one of them. Those who are wise will study the life of Jesus and find Him ready and able to be their “Savior and Lord” for all eternity.  
Next time Mark shares how, “the ship was in the midst of the sea, and he alone on the land”, so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
