Seek Creator God

Amos 5:8
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As Amos the “herdsman” prophet continued to exhort Israel concerning “Seeking” the LORD, he expounded upon the LORD's ability to “break out like fire in the house of Joseph, and devour it”, and there would “be none to quench it in Bethel”. Because the people were turning “judgment to wormwood” and left “off righteousness in the earth”, in chapter five and verse eight of his prophesy, Amos told Israel to “seek” the Creator God where we read:

Seek him that makes the seven stars and Orion, and turns the shadow of death into the morning, and makes the day dark with night: that calls for the waters of the sea, and pours them out upon the face of the earth: The LORD is his name: 

The verse begins, “Seek him that makes the seven stars and Orion, and turns the shadow of death into the morning, and makes the day dark with night:” Amos began with the words, “Seek Him that makes” or “Look and search for the one who fashions, accomplishes, produces and effects” “the seven stars”which refers to “Pleiades which is a constellation of seven stars” “and Orion” which is “the constellation named Orion or burly one”, “and turns” which means “overthrows, overturns, transforms and changes” “the shadow of death” which means “the distress, extreme danger and shade of calamity and the grave” “into the morning” or “the break of day, end of the night and the coming of daylight and sunrise”, “and makes the day” or “time opposed to darkness” “dark” which means “to be darkened, black and hidden” “with night” or “as opposed to day, gloom and a protective shadow”. Amos encouraged Israel to “search for” the One who made “Pleiades” and has control over the “nights and days”. 

The verse goes on to say, “that calls for the waters of the sea, and pours them out upon the face of the earth: The LORD is his name:” Amos continued, “that calls” or “recites, reads, proclaims and utters with a loud sound” “for the waters” which means “the courses, floods and springs” “of the sea” which refers to “a large body of water which breaks in a noisy surf such as the Mediterranean Sea”, “and pours them out” or “spills forth, sheds, expends, casts and gushes the waters out” “upon the face” or “surface, front and top” “of the earth” which refers to “the land, country, territory, district and region”: “The LORD” which refers to “Yehovah or Jehovah who is the existing One and the proper name for the one true God” “is his name” or “his reputation, fame and glory”. Not only does the LORD create and control “Pleiades, Orion” and the mornings and nights, but He also exercises power upon the earth's mighty waters. 

When we meditate upon these words of Amos, we understand the exhortation to call upon the One who fashioned and has power over creation. This is not a nominal God who is mute, dumb and inactive. No! This is Creator God whom the people of Israel should “seek” with all their hearts, souls, minds and spirits. This Creator and Almighty One sent His Son Jesus Christ to reveal Himself to us and present Himself as Savior and LORD. Those who are wise will seek the One who not only made the stars and the seas, but created people who may have a relationship with Him. Lest we forget the Creator and ruler of all, let us “seek” Him with all of our being. 

Next time Amos tells Israel how God “strengthens the spoiled against the strong”,  so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
