Matthew 9:12
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Matthew the apostle shared, “And as Jesus passed forth from thence, he saw a man, named Matthew, 

sitting at the receipt of custom: and he saith unto him, Follow me. And he arose, and followed him. And it came to pass, as Jesus sat at meat in the house, behold, many publicans and sinners came and sat down with him and his disciples. And when the Pharisees saw it, they said unto his disciples, 

Why eats your Master with publicans and sinners?” In chapter nine and verse twelve of his book, Matthew shared how, “” where we read:
But when Jesus heard that, he said unto them, 

They that be whole need not a physician, but they that are sick. 
The verse reads, “But when Jesus heard that, he said unto them,  ...” Matthew began with the word, “but” or “moreover and nevertheless” “when Jesus” which means “at the time and moment Jesus whose name means Jehovah is Salvation and is the Son of God, the Savior of mankind and God incarnate” “heard that” or “”, “he said” which means “Jesus uttered, declared and proclaim” “unto them” which refers to “”. Matthew   
The verse continues, “... They that be whole need not a physician, but they that are sick.” Matthew continued with the words, “they that be whole” or “” “need not” which means “” “a physician” or “”, “but they” which refers to “” “that are sick” which means “”. Matthew shared  . 
When we think through Matthew's words in this verse, we see .
