Examine Yourselves Whether You Be in the Faith
2 Corinthians 13:5
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Paul the apostle shared with the church members in Corinth, “ he was crucified through weakness, yet he lives by the power of God”, and he added, “for we also are weak in him, but we shall live with him by the power of God toward you”.  In chapter thirteen and verse five of Second Corinthians, Paul told the church members to, “examine yourselves, whether you be in the faith” where we read:

Examine yourselves, whether you be in the faith; prove your own selves. 

Know you not your own selves, how that Jesus Christ is in you, except ye be reprobates?

The verse begins, “Examine yourselves, whether you be in the faith; prove your own selves.” Paul began with the words, “examine yourselves” or “”, “whether you be” which means “” “in the faith” which means “”; “prove your own selves” or “”. Paul 
The verse continues, “know you not your own selves, how that Jesus Christ is in you, except you be reprobates?” Paul added the words, “know you not” which means “” “your own selves” or  “”, “how that Jesus” whose name means “Jehovah is Salvation” and is “” “is in you” which refers to “the church members”, “except you be” or “” “reprobates” which means “”? Paul 
When we meditate these words of Paul, 
Next time Paul tells the church members, “I trust you shall know that we are not reprobates”, so read ahead, and we shall join together then,
Until tomorrow…there is more…
