Jesus the Same without Years Failing

Hebrews 1:12
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The writer of Hebrews desired to show how Jesus was the preeminent One who was the “first-begotten” of God and superior to old time “prophets” and “the angels”. He was prominent in the creation of the “heavens and the earth” and though they shall perish, He “shall remain” for ever. In chapter one and verse twelve of Hebrews we see how Jesus is “the same” and His “years shall not fail” where we read:

And as a vesture shall you fold them up, and they shall be changed: 

but you are the same, and your years shall not fail.

The verse begins, “And as a vesture shall you fold them up, and they shall be changed:” The writer began with the words, “And as a vesture” or “And in the same manner and way a covering thrown around, mantle, wrapper or veil” “shall you fold them up” which means “roll, coil and wrap them together”, “and they shall be changed” which means “they will exchange from one thing to another or transform and be different”. In the same way we might “fold” our clothes or outer garments, the Lord will “wrap up” the “heavens and the earth” to be altered to another state.
The verse goes on to say, “but you are the same, and your years shall not fail.” The writer continued with the word, “But” which is a disassociation conjunction that means moreover, nevertheless, nonetheless or “what is about to be written takes precedence over what was just stated, “you are the same” which means “that God will remain Himself with nothing more  that needs be supplied or altered”, “and your years” or “God's space of dative and plural time” “shall not fail” which means “will never leave out, omit, pass by, quit, cease or stop”. Though He may “fold up” the “heavens and the earth”, God Himself shall continues forever and His “years” shall never end. 

When we meditate upon these words in Hebrews, we see the temporary nature of even the “heavens and the earth” themselves. God is able to “fold them up” any time He desires, and yet, He Himself shall never fade away. God is eternal, and His Son Jesus Christ came to share how we too may enjoy “eternal life” - “God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whosoever believes in Him, should not perish but have everlasting life” (John 3:16). Let us consider the “eternal nature” of God in Jesus Christ as opposed to all other “created” things such as the “heavens and earth”, and may we submit our lives to His omnipotence and omnipresence.

Next time we see the writer as to which of the angels did God say, “sit on my right hand, until I make thine enemies thy footstool?”, so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
