Jesus Delivered and Raised for Us
Romans 4:25
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Paul the apostle told the Jews in Rome concerning Abraham, “now it was not written for his sake alone, that it was imputed to him, but for us also, to whom it shall be imputed, if we believe on him that raised up Jesus our Lord from the dead.” In chapter four and verse twenty-five of Romans, Paul shared how Jesus, “was delivered for our offenses” and was “raised up for our justification” where we read:
  Who was delivered for our offenses, and was raised again for our justification. 
The verse begins, “ Who was delivered for our offenses, ...” Paul began with the word, “who” which refers to “Jesus” “was delivered” or “was given into the hands of another, given up to custody to be judged and condemned” “for our offenses” which means “on behalf of Paul, his companions and his readers' lapses or deviations from truth and uprightness, sins and misdeeds”. Paul shared how Jesus was “given over” to people who “judged and condemned” Him for our “sins and misdeeds”. 

The verse goes on to say, “... and was raised again for our justification.” Paul added the words, “and was raised again” or “was aroused, caused to rise, awakened and recalled from death to life” “for our justification” which means “on behalf and account of Paul, his companions and his reader's act of God declaring men free from guilt and acceptable to him, abjuring to be righteous or Just-as-if-I'd never sinned ”. Jesus was also “awakened and aroused” from the “dead” that we might be “free from guilt and acceptable” to God. 
When we meditate these words of Paul, we see how Jesus was “given over” to people who condemned and judged” Him for the sins we have committed, and He “rose” from the grave so we might be “justified” or “acceptable to God”. In other words, Jesus paid the price for us to be in a right relationship with God, and now everyone who “trusts and believes” in Jesus Christ as “Savior and Lord” shall have “eternal life” with Him. May all who read these words know and believe the wonderful price Jesus has paid for their “salvation”.  

Next time we begin a new chapter and see Paul tell the people in Rome how, “being justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ: ”, so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
