Romans 5:20

Moreover the law entered, that the offense might abound.

The verse goes on to say, “But where sin abounded, grace did much more abound:” Paul continued with the word, “but” which is a disassociation conjunction that means what is about to be written takes precedence over what was just stated “where sin” or “” “abounded” which means “” “grace” or “” “did much more” or “to a greater degree” “abound” which means “”. Paul 
When we consider these words of Paul, we 
Next time Paul tells the people in Rome, “as sin hath reigned unto death, even so might grace reign through righteousness unto eternal life by Jesus”, so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
