Paul's Countrymen the Israelites
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Paul the apostle told the people in Rome, “I say the truth in Christ, I lie not, my conscience also bearing me witness in the Holy Ghost that I have great heaviness and continual sorrow in my heart”, and he continued, “For I could wish that myself were accursed from Christ for my brethren, 

my kinsmen according to the flesh”. In chapter nine and verse four of Romans, Paul told his readers how he “” where we read:
 Who are Israelites; to whom pertains the adoption, and the glory, 

and the covenants, and the giving of the law, and the service of God, and the promises;
The verse begins, “Who are Israelites; to whom pertains the adoption, and the glory,, ...” Paul began with the words, “who are Israelites” which means “”; “to whom” or “” “pertains” which means “” “the adoption” which refers to “”, “and the glory” which means “”. Paul  

The verse continues, “... and the covenants, and the giving of the law, and the service of God, and the promises;”. Paul added the words, “and the covenants” or “”, “and the giving” which means “” “of the law” or “”, “and the service” which means “of God” which refers to the Godhead bodily and trinity which is comprised of God the Father, Christ the Son and the Holy Spirit”, “and the promises” which means “”. Paul shared .
When we think through these words of Paul, we see 
Next time we see Paul share how these “Israelites” are those, “whose are the fathers”,  so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
