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After declaring, “whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved”, Paul the apostle asked the people in Rome three questions concerning the spreading of the gospel, “How then shall they call on him in whom they have not believed? and how shall they believe in him of whom they have not heard?”, and in chapter ten and verse fifteen of Romans, Paul asked another question concerning people receiving the gospel and stated, “how beautiful are the feet of them that preach the gospel of peace” where we read:
 And how shall they preach, except they be sent? as it is written, How beautiful are the feet of them that preach the gospel of peace, and bring glad tidings of good things!      
The verse begins, “And how shall they preach, except they be sent?” Paul began with the words, “and how” which means “” “shall they preach” which means “”, “except” or “” “they be sent?” which means “”. Paul 
The verse goes on to say, “as it is written, How beautiful are the feet of them that preach the gospel of peace, and bring glad tidings of good things!” Paul continued with the words, “as it is written” which means “” “How beautiful” which means “” “are the feet” or “” “or them” which refers to “” “that preach” or “the gospel” which refers to “” “of peace” or “”, “and bring” which means “” “glad tidings” or “” “of good things” which refers to “”. Paul 
Finally the verse says, “and how shall they hear without a preacher?” Paul added these words, “and how” or “” “shall they hear” which means “” “without a preacher” which refers to “”.
When we meditate upon these words of Paul, we see  
Next time we see Paul tells his readers, “but they have not all obeyed the gospel”,  so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
