Paul the apostle told the believers in Rome, “Let us walk honestly, as in the day; not in rioting and drunkenness, not in chambering and wantonness, not in strife and envying”, and he added, “But put on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make not provision for the flesh, to fulfill the lusts thereof.”  In chapter fourteen and verse one of Romans, Paul told the believers to receive, “him that tis weak in the faith” where we read:
Him that is weak in the faith receive you, but not to doubtful disputations.
The verse begins, “Him that is weak in the faith receive you, ...” Paul began with the words, “him” which means “” “that is weak” or “” “in the faith” which  refers to “” “receive you” or “”. Paul
