Nothing Unclean of Itself

Romans 14:14
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Paul the apostle instructed the believers in Rome to, “Let us not therefore judge one another any more: but judge this rather, that no man put a stumbling-block or an occasion to fall in his brother's way”, and in chapter fourteen and verse fourteen of Romans, Paul asked the believers in Rome, “” where we read:
I know, and am persuaded by the Lord Jesus, that there is nothing unclean of itself: 

but to him that esteems any thing to be unclean, to him it is unclean.
The verse begins, “I know, and am persuaded by the Lord Jesus, that there is nothing unclean of itself:” Paul began with the words, “I know” which means “”, “and am persuaded” or “” “by the Lord” which refers to “” “Jesus” whose name means “Jehovah is Salvation” and is “”, “that there is nothing” or “” “unclean” which means “” “of itself” or “”. The verse continues, “but to him that esteems any thing to be unclean, to him it is unclean.”. Paul added the words, “but” which means “” “to him” or “” “that esteems” which means “” “any thing” which refers to  “” “to be unclean” which means “”, “to him” or “with that person whether male or female” “it is unclean” which means “”.  Paul 
When we think through these words of Paul, we see 
Next time Paul tells the believers in Rome what to do, “if your brother is grieved with your meat”,  so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
