According to the writer of Hebrews, “we receiving a kingdom which cannot be move” are to “have grace, whereby we may serve God acceptably with reverence and godly fear”. In chapter twelve and verse twenty-nine of Hebrews the writer concludes “our God is a Consuming Fire” where we read:

For our God is a consuming fire.

The verse begins, “For our God...”. The writer began with the word, “For”  which means “even as, indeed, seeing then, no doubt, verily and therefore” “our God” which refers to “the Godhead bodily and trinity which is comprised of God the Father, Christ the Son and the Holy Spirit”.
