Psalms 13:6

In Psalms chapter thirteen David said, “Consider and hear me, O LORD my God: lighten my eyes, lest I sleep the sleep of death. God loves people, and He desires to have a personal relationship with everyone who will surrender to His Son Jesus as their “Savior and Lord”. Jesus was sent by God to the earth to pay the price of death on the cross for every sin in the world, and anyone who believes and trusts in Him will be forgiven of their sins and granted everlasting life. Praise be to the LORD God who comes to our rescue and brings us into a close relationship with Himself that will defeat of all enemies and foes and make us desire to “sing unto the LORD” with all our being.  
Next time we begin a new chapter and see David say, “the fool has said in his heart, there is no God”, so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
