Psalms 18:9

The verse begins, “He bowed the heavens also, and came down:” David began with the words, “He bowed” which means “Jehovah God stretched out, turned and spread out” “the heavens also” or “the visible universe, sky and atmosphere even so and indeed”, “and came down” which means “and descended and marched downward”. David said Jehovah God spread out or opened the “heavens” above and descended to where David was. 

The verse goes on to say, “and darkness was under his feet.” David continued with the words, “and darkness” or “and heavy and thick clouds” “was under his feet” which means “were beneath Jehovah God's paces, steps and journey”. David wrote how “heavy clouds” were under the steps of Jehovah God as He moved toward the earth on his behalf. 
When we think through the words in this verse, we learn how mobility for Jehovah God was easy as He opened the sky, stepped out on “dark clouds” and moved toward David with them under His feet. God desires to have this type of intimate relationship with every person through His Son Jesus, and when we yield to Him, He will forgive our sins, grant us eternal life and come to our defense against every foe. It may seem for a time that our adversaries are victorious over us, but God is watching, and eventually He will avenge all who oppose Him and His believers.
