Show Me Your Ways

Psalms 25:4
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In Psalms chapter twenty-five David said, “Unto you, O LORD, do I lift up my soul. O my God, I trust in you: let me not be ashamed, let not my enemies triumph over me. Yes, let none that wait on you be ashamed: let them be ashamed which transgress without cause”, and in chapter twenty five and verse four of Psalms David said, “Show me your ways, O LORD” where we read, 
Show me your ways, O LORD; teach me your paths.

God knows and loves every person, and He has a plan for our  lives. He sent His Son Jesus to die on the cross for our sins, and as we yield ourselves to Him, He will forgive us of our sins, grant us everlasting life and guide us by His Holy Spirit all the days of our life. This becomes available to us as we surrender our lives to Jesus, and we cannot improve upon the willingness of the LORD to “show” us His “ways” and “teach” us His “paths”. 
Next time David says, “Lead me in your truth, and teach me”, so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
