This includes individuals and nations, and everyone is invited to receive Him as their personal “Savior and Lord”. When we submit to Jesus, He will forgive our sins and grant us everlasting life with Him in Heaven, and we align with His plan to save the nations when we commit ourselves and our countries unto Him.  
Next time we begin a new chapter and see David say, “Judge me, O LORD; for I have walked in my integrity:”, so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
