In Psalms chapter fifty six David said, “Be merciful unto me, O God: for man would swallow me up; he fighting daily oppresses me. My enemies would daily swallow me up: for they be many that fight against me, O you most High”, and in chapter fifty-six and verse three of Psalms David said, “What time I am afraid, I will trust in you”, where we read, 

What time I am afraid, I will trust in you.
The verse begins, “What time I am afraid, ...” David began with the words, “What time” or “in the chronicle, period and moment” “I am afraid” which means “I, David, am in fear, awe and terror”. David referred to the time and moment that he was in fear and terror.

We may be “afraid” at times, and when we are, let us “trust” in Almighty God who is more powerful than any adversary or circumstance we encounter.
