Psalms 63:8

In Psalms chapter sixty-three David said to Jehovah God, “My soul shall be satisfied as with marrow and fatness; and my mouth shall praise you with joyful lips: When I remember you upon my bed, and meditate on you in the night watches. Because you have been my help, therefore in the shadow of your  wings will I rejoice”, and in chapter sixty-three and verse eight of Psalms David said, “my soul follows hard after you” where we read, 

My soul follows hard after you: your right hand upholds me.

God desires to have an intimate relationship with all of us, and He sent His Son Jesus to be crucified on the cross for our sins so when we put our faith and trust in Him, we will be forgiven and live with Him forever. Let us emulate the example of David and cleave to Jehovah God and His Son Jesus and enjoy their support and sustenance throughout eternity.  
Next time David tells what happens to, “those that seek my soul, to destroy it”, so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
