In Psalms one hundred and thirty nine David said, “O LORD, you have searched me, and known me. You know my downsitting and my uprising, you understand my thought afar off”, and in chapter one hundred and thirty nine and verse three of Psalms David said, “you compass my path and my lying down” where we read,
You compass my path and my lying down, and are acquainted with all my ways.

The verse begins, “You compass my path and my lying down, ...” David began with the words, “you compass my path” or “you, Jehovah God, scatter, winnow, disperse and spread my, David's, road, travel and way of living” “and my lying down” which means “and my, David's, stretching out for repose”. (See Romans 3:23; 6:23) God sent His Son Jesus into the world to be crucified on the cross for the sins of all mankind, and when we surrender our lives to Him, He will forgive our sins, grant us everlasting life and surround us with the presence of His Holy Spirit in all our habits and “ways”.  
Next time David says, “there is not a word in my tongue, but, lo, O LORD, you know it”, so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
