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In the book of Proverbs Solomon said to his son, “Happy is the man that finds wisdom, and the man that gets understanding. For the merchandise of it is better than the merchandise of silver, and the gain thereof than fine gold”, and in chapter three and verse fifteen of Proverbs Solomon said wisdom is, “more precious than rubies” where we read,
She is more precious than rubies: and all the things you can desire are not to be compared unto her.

The verse begins, “She is more precious than rubies:”. Solomon began with the words, “she is more precious” or “she, wisdom and understanding, exists of greater value, splendor, weight and influence” “than rubies” which means “than precious corals, rubies or jewels”. Solomon said “wisdom and understanding” are more valuable than precious ruby jewelry. 
The verse goes on to say, “and all the things you can desire are not to be compared unto her.” Solomon continued with the words, “and all the things” or “and each, every, the whole and everything that” “you can desire” which means “you, Solomon's son, are able to delight, take pleasure in and long for” “are not to be compared unto her” or “are unable to to agree with, resemble or be like her, wisdom and understanding”. Solomon said each and everything that his son could want is unable to resemble the value of “wisdom and understanding”. 
When we consider the words in this verse, we learn how Solomon knew the value of “wisdom and understanding”, and not even precious rubies or anything his son could desire would resemble their worth. God wants us to be wise, and He is willing to give us understanding. He desires an intimate personal relationship with us through His Son Jesus who died on the cross for the sins of all mankind. When we yield to Him, He will forgive our sins, grant us everlasting life and give us His invaluable “wisdom and understanding” to manage our lives according to His will, purpose and plan for us.  
Next time Solomon says of wisdom, “length of days is in her right hand”, so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
