God's Knowledge Breaks Up the Depths
Proverbs 3:20
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In the book of Proverbs Solomon said, “The LORD by wisdom has founded the earth; by understanding has he established the heavens”, and in chapter three and verse twenty of Proverbs Solomon said, “by his knowledge the depths are broken up” where we read,
By his knowledge the depths are broken up, and the clouds drop down the dew.

The verse begins, “By his knowledge the depths are broken up, ...”. Solomon began with the words, “by his knowledge” or “through the means of his, Jehovah God's, perception, skill, cunning and discernment” “the depths are broken up” which means “the deep places, abysses, seas and subterranean waters exist as split, cleaved, broken through and into pieces”. Solomon shared how Jehovah God employed his perception and skill to cause the subterranean seas and abysses to be split apart and broken into pieces. 
The verse continues, “... and the clouds drop down the dew.” Solomon added the words, “and the clouds” or “and the fine dust or thin vapor in the skies” “drop down the dew” which means “trickle and drip below the night mist”. Solomon said Jehovah God caused the thin vapor in the skies to drip down the night mist. 
When we think through Solomon's words in this verse, we learn how he knew Jehovah God employed His wisdom and understanding to cause the abysses to be split apart and for the vaporous mist in the skies to drop down their night mist. God's creation reveals His power and wonder, and with His great abilities, He wants to have a personal relationship with us. He provided His Son Jesus to be our “Savior and Lord” by coming to the earth to die on the cross for the sins of all mankind, and when we rely upon, cling to and trust in Him, He will forgive our sins, grant us everlasting life and teach us to appreciate the wonders of His great creation including the “depths, clouds and dew”.
Next time Solomon says, “my son, let not them depart from your eyes”, so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
