A Heart Sorrowful Even in Laughter
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In the book of Proverbs Solomon said, “there is a way which seems right unto a man, but the end thereof are the ways of death”, and in chapter fourteen and verse thirteen of Proverbs Solomon said, “even in laughter the heart is sorrowful” where we read,
Even in laughter the heart is sorrowful; and the end of that mirth is heaviness.

The verse begins, “Even in laughter the heart is sorrowful;” Solomon began with the words, “even in laughter” or “also, indeed and moreover while laughing, mocking and sporting in merriment” “the heart is sorrowful” which means “the soul, mind, will, desires, living being, conscience and seat of emotions and affections exists as in pain, sore, hurt and made sad”. Solomon shared how “laughing in merriment” does not hide the sadness and sorrow that is within a person's soul and mind. 
The verse goes on to say, “and the end of that mirth is heaviness.” Solomon continued with the words, “and the end” or “and the after part, latter time and hinder-most reward” “of that mirth” which means “pertaining to that joy, gladness and happiness” “is heaviness” or “exists as grief and sorrow”. Solomon said the latter result of a person who “laughs” but inwardly is really in pain and sad is to continue in their grief and sorrow. 
When we meditate upon Solomon's words in this verse, we see how the merriment of a person on the outside is not always indicative of what is happening within their soul. Many people are troubled, fearful and sad inside but appear to be happy with laughter to others. God knows us, the real us, and He knows we need a “Savior and Lord” because sin dwells within us. He sent His Son Jesus into the world to die on the cross for the sins of all mankind, and when we yield our lives to Him, He will forgive our sins, grant us everlasting life and put within us His eternal “joy” that shall remove all sadness and sorrow that is hidden from others through “laughter”.
Next time Solomon says, “the backslider in heart shall be filled with his own ways”, so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
