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In the book of Proverbs Solomon said, “the name of the LORD is a strong tower: the righteous runs into it, and is safe”, and in chapter eighteen and verse eleven of Proverbs Solomon said, “the rich man's wealth is his strong city” where we read,
The rich man's wealth is his strong city, and as an high wall in his own conceit.

The verse begins, “The rich man's wealth is his strong city, ...” Solomon began with the words, “the rich man's wealth” or “the riches, substance, price and value of the person whether male or female” “is his strong city” which means “exists as the person's powerful, mighty, bold and secure building or town”. Solomon shared how  the riches and substance belonging to a wealthy person exist as their powerful and mighty edifice and dwelling place. 
The verse continues, “... and as an high wall in his own conceit.” Solomon added the words, “and as an high wall” or “and even in likeness and similarity to an inaccessibly tall, exalted and lofty bulwark, rampart or embankment” “in his own conceit” which means “within his, the person whether male or female's, own selfish figure, idol, picture or imagination”. Solomon said the “rich man's wealth” also serves as powerful bulwark within their own selfish imagination. 
When we meditate upon Solomon's words in this verse, we discover how the riches and substance belonging to people whether male or female exist like a fortified dwelling place for all that have them, and they become an exalted rampart to the person within the person's own imagination. God owns everything, (See Psalm 24:1) and He distributes His wealth as He desires. We shall take no material wealth with us when we leave this world, but because God loves us, we may receive the spiritual riches of a personal relationship with Him through His Son Jesus who was crucified on the cross for our sins. When we surrender our lives to Him, He will forgive our sins, grant us everlasting life and use our “wealth” and riches to build His Kingdom in this world. 
Next time Solomon says, “before destruction the heart of man is haughty”, so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
