Solomon desired the best for his son, even as Jehovah God wants the best for us. He sent His Son Jesus into the world to die on the cross for the sins of all mankind, and when we yield our lives to Him, He will forgive our sins, grant us everlasting life and help us to “observe” and keep His “ways” as we “observe” our parents or authorities' “ways” as well. 
Next time Solomon says, “a whore is a deep ditch”, so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
