A Just Man Falls Seven Times and Rises Again
Proverbs 24:16

In the book of Proverbs Solomon said, “Lay not wait, O wicked man, against the dwelling of the righteous; spoil not his resting place”, and in chapter twenty-four and verse sixteen of Proverbs Solomon said, “for a just man falls seven times” where we read,
For a just man falls seven times, and rises up again;

but the wicked shall fall into mischief.

The verse begins, “For a just man falls seven times, and rises up again;” Solomon began with the words, “for a just man” or “because, since and on account that a person whether male or female who is right, correct and lawful” “falls seven times” which means “is cast down, prostrated, attacked and wasted on seven different occasions”, “and rises up again” or “and stands up, arises and is proven and fixed another time”. Solomon shared how a person who is “righteous” is cast down and prostrated on seven different occasions, however, they stand up and are proven yet another time. 
The verse goes on to say, “but the wicked shall fall into mischief.” Solomon continued with the words, “but the wicked” or “however, nonetheless, notwithstanding and moreover people who are criminal, guilty of crime, evil and hostile to God” “shall fall into mischief” which means “will be cast down, prostrated, attacked and wasted toward bad, disagreeableness, malignancy and unpleasantness”. Solomon said people who are evil and hostile to God will tumble into disagreeableness and malignancy. 
When we meditate upon the words in this verse, we learn through Solomon how a person who is lawful and correct is cast down and attacked on seven different occasions, however they get up yet another time. However, a person who is evil and hostile to God will topple into malignancy and unpleasantness. God wants us to be righteous, and He will provide His fortitude to endure “falling down” over and over again when we surrender our lives to Him. He wants us to keep away from “evil” and hostility to Him because these traits will cause us to be cast into troublesome and disagreeable times. God loves us, and He desires to have a personal relationship with us through His Son Jesus. When we yield our lives to Him as our personal “Savior and Lord”, He will forgive our sins, grant us everlasting life and teach us to be “just” and how to avoid being “wicked” when difficulties come, so we can rise again and again before His eyes. 
Next time Solomon says, “rejoice not when your enemy falls”, so read ahead, and we shall join together then.
